At a meeting held on the 17th October, 2007, the Board considered

(a) the proposal made by Westmeath Co. Council,

(b) the objections made to the proposal,

(c) the report of the Inspector, who held the oral hearing and

(d) the documents and submissions on file generally.

It was decided to make a provisional order declaring that the proposal may come into effect without alteration based on the following reasons and considerations. 

REASONS AND CONSIDERATIONS

Having regard to the current and projected public water supply demands in the administrative area of Westmeath County with particular reference to South Westmeath and to the provisions of the Westmeath County Development Plan and to the projected and likely impacts of the proposal on the water regime of the water bodies concerned and on riparian properties and other interests, it is considered that the proposal to abstract a maximum of 40,900 cubic metres of water in any 24 hour continuous period from the River Shannon at Killinure Lough is reasonable and necessary.

In deciding not to accept the Inspector’s recommendation to refuse the application, the Board considered that it would not be appropriate to do so as it is satisfied that the proposed abstraction is necessary and would not be prejudicial to the “Programme of Measures” likely to be established under article 12 of the EC (Water Policy) Regulations (S I No. 722 of 2003) or to the overall objectives of the Water Framework Directive (2000/60/EC).
